The Alcan Winter Rally is a 5000-
mile, 9-day TSD rally which begins 

in Seattle on February 18, winding its 
way north through British Columbia, 
the Yukon Territory, and Northwest 
Territory to well 
above the Arctic 
Circle before 
heading west to 
finish in Anchorage, 
Alaska. It also 
includes several ice 
slalom events 
similar to autocross 
which take place on 
frozen rivers and 
lakes. 

Challenge Driving Events International 
is fielding a team of three cars, one in 
each of the competition classes, whose 
team members include several familiar 
faces from Oregon and Northwest 
Regions. Other team sponsors include 
Subaru Western Region, Subaru 
Performance Tuning, Cooper Tires, 
and Primitive Racing. Stay updated on 
the Alcan teamõs progress at 
www.challengedriving.com; the site 
will be frequently updated as the rally 
approaches, and news and photos will 
be posted daily throughout the event.

Hereõs a brief look at the team:

Car 1, 2004 Subaru Baja Turbo

R. Dale Kraushaar, Driver, Fountain 
Hills, AZ 

R. Daleõs winning rally career began 
back in 1962 when he was in the 

Marine Corps. His best friend who was 
in the Navy bought a new 1962 
Triumph TR4. òWe didnõt even know 
what rally was,ó R. Dale reflects, but a 
friend of theirs got them out to their 

first event in June of 1962. òWe were 
hooked; we ran two rallies per weekend 
for the next six months.ó

One of R. Daleõs fondest rally memories 
was competing in the Press On 
Regardless ProRally in 1975, the 
longest continuously run rally in the 
U.S. He drove a Mazda RX-3 from 
Portland to Michigan, ran the rally, 
and drove home all on one set of tires.

When heõs not behind the wheel 
gritting his teeth, R. Dale and 
Francesca Carozza (Alcan car 3 team) 
are very involved in their Fountain 
Hills, Arizona community and 
Chamber of Commerce. He also spends 
a lot of time getting sponsors for rally 
events such as the Alcan as president 
of Challenge Driving Events 
International, where Francesca works 
on event marketing and support. R. 
Daleõs roots are in the Portland area, 
though, where he was raised and lived 
for 56 years, working for Tektronix 
managing various groups in 
manufacturing, marketing, and 
service. His father was from Portland, 
and he fondly remembers his 
grandmother sitting in her rocking 
chair telling him stories of her journey 
here from Independence, MO in a 
covered wagon.

R. Dale is no stranger to victory on the 
Alcan Highway. He took first overall at 
the last Winter Alcan in 2000 with 
Larry Richardson and Paul Eklund. At 
the 2002 Alcan (run in the summer) 

with Larry and Ken Eklund, they 
placed first-in-class and second 
overall.

òIõm pretty excited 
about putting 
together what I think 
is a really class team 
in all three cars,ó R. 
Dale announced with 
high expectations. 
òWeõre really going to 
go for it. We have a 
fun team, and Iõm 
looking forward to a 
great adventure. And 
this is truly one of 
the great adventures 

in North America.ó

Larry Richardson, Navigator, Costa 
Mesa, AZ

Larryõs long list of rally experiences 
started when he was in college in 
1958. A friend bought a Bugeye Sprite 
and Larry navigated them through 
their first rally in Spokane. òWe were 
the most on-time, off-course car on the 
rally, but we improved from there,ó he 
recalls with a chuckle. Larry continued 
to participate in the Northwest rally 
circuit around Seattle, and one day in 
1962 or 63 found himself sitting on a 
bench with then-competitor and now-
teammate R. Dale Kraushaar. They 
introduced themselves and went on to 
become great pals and one of todayõs 
most successful TSD rally teams.

When heõs not in the navigatorõs seat, 
the retired Magnavox and IBM sales 
guy loves to travel.  After his college

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years, Larry was lucky enough to work 
for 13 years and retire early, so heõs 
had 25 years of time off to devote to his 
passions, perhaps one of the reasons 
heõs one helluva great navigator and 
interesting guy (ask him about the 
time he rented an elephant for a 
birthday party...).

òIõm all excited about it,ó exclaims 
Larry, also remembering his first-
overall, first-in-class Alcan win in 
2002 with Kraushaar. òSince then, 
weõve added new team members which 
should make us a formidable team. 
Weõll get up there in the elements and 
be ready when mother nature throws 
us some curve balls.ó

Jake Engstrom, Driver, Anchorage, 
AK

òFastó Jake Engstrom is a true Alaskan 
sourdough. He was born in Anchorage 
and currently lives and works there as 
a service consultant for a Subaru 
dealership. Being a lifelong Alaska 
resident surely gives Jake an extra 
boost when it comes to sliding across 
frozen lakes, not to mention his eight 
years of rally and solo experience with 
Arctic Alaska Region SCCA.

Back in 1996, Jake had heard of 
autocross, and his friends finally got 
him to grudgingly say, òOK, Iõll try it 
out.ó When the region held two-day, 
out-of-town solo events, they would 
often toss in a gimmick rally to or from 
the site to introduce autocrossers to 
rally. Thatõs all it took, and Jakeõs 
been running the rally series ever 
since.

òAlcan 2000 was pretty cool,ó he 
recalls. Jake and teammate Jeff Lynn 
drove a Subaru Impreza 2.5RS to a 7th 
place overall finish. Jake won two of 
the three ice slalom events during the 
Alcan as well, perhaps unknowingly 
earning his place on the Challenge 
Driving Events team four years ago. 
What made his effort even more 
impressive was that the Alcan was the 
first rally heõs participated in that was 

scored to the nearest 
second; most of the 
òtrapó rallies he was 
used to running 
were scored to the 
nearest minute.

Jakeõs taken a bit of 
a break from 
autocross lately, 
and understandably 
so. Heõs just married 
with a new house 
and a new car thatõs 
ònot really for 
autocross,ó he says. 
During the summer, 
he also enjoys 
rollerblading, and 
has found time to 
get back into yet 
another kind of 
racing. òI race RC 
cars. I got back into 
that after a six or seven year hiatus,ó 
he said.

Jake is looking forward to another trip 
up the Alcan with the Challenge 
Driving Team of Subarus, but he 
knows itõll be somewhat different from 
his last experience. òThis time itõs a 
little more organized, and thereõs some, 
well, ôcorporate pressureõ if you will,ó 
he says anxiously. òItõll be exciting, 
and I know R. Dale, Paul, and Gary 
already; itõs not like I have no clue who 
Iõm dealing with. Iõm a little nervous, 
but itõll be a great experience.ó

Car 2, 2004 Subaru Forester Turbo 

Paul Eklund, Driver, Tigard, OR 

Corporate Controller for a small 
printing company by day, race 
mechanic by night, rally driver on the 
weekends, and small business owner 
all the rest of the time...  òthat appears 
to summarize my life,ó says long-time 
rallyist Paul Eklund as he flips down 
his welding helmet and stitch welds a 
body panel.  He also writes rally reports 
and commentary for two national 
magazines, occasionally helps organize 
or design RallyCross events, and 

dreams about running a regional rally 
school.

Paul is owner of Primitive Enterprises, 
a web-based performance parts 
business that supports a full-on 2002 
Subaru WRX ProRally car and provides 
weekend warriors with skidplates and 
performance upgrades for their faithful 
Subaru.  òI had long wanted to run 
both the Alcan 5000 and the Paris-to-
Dakar rallies, ò reminisces the boyish 
Eklund, òand I was thrilled when 
R.Dale invited me to participate in the 
2000 Alcan Winter Rally.ó  òWe set out 
a plan to win, prepared, and even 
brought tuxedos along because he had 
set a goal to succeed.  We were trailing 
most of the event until the last day 
and it was like a Cinderella story to 
come from behind and take the overall 
win.ó  He pauses, and then adds òStill 
waiting for the opportunity to do 
Dakar...ó

Paul has an MBA in Operations 
Management and several certifications 
in Production and Inventory Control.  
He uses those skills while working at 
Taylor Made Labels in Lake Oswego as 
part of the management team.  òIõm 
just so glad they let me pursue my 
other passions in life,ó says the 6-year 
employee.  òI will be REALLY busy 
closing the month when I get back.ó

Paul began his sports car career 
during college, driving his brotherõs 
Alfa Romeo Spider in autocross events 
eventually working at a ProRally and 
then navigating for veteran rallyist 
Dave Jameson in the Reno 
International Rally.  From there 
Eklund built his first performance 
rally car (Opel Manta) and rally 
became a permanent part of his life.  
He took time off in the 1990s to pick 
up two National Solo2 titles (ô98 & ô99) 

Subaru provided this 2004 Forester 
Turbo to the team for the event
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and a co-driver National Championship 
in 1998.  That got him literally into 
Subarus where he is now a dominant 
force in west coast performance 
rallying.

òI was thrilled to receive the Most 
Inspirational Driver award from the 
Oregon Region of the 
SCCA in 1999 for my 
crossover efforts between 
autocross, rally, and a 
little track time, but I 
always think that rally 
provides the biggest 
sense of satisfaction 
because of the teamwork involved. I 
am looking forward to the 5000 miles 
and 9 non-stop days of adventure that 
the 2004 Alcan Winter Rally will afford, 
and only hope that I keep the pedal 
down and the shiny side up.ó

Kala Rounds, Driver, Navigator, 
Portland, OR 

Kala Rounds is a òfalseó Alaskan 
sourdough, born in Fairbanks, and 
spent the first year of life in the nearby 
town of North Pole, just down the road 
from the Santa Claus House. Her 
parents then bundled her up and took 
her on her first trip down the Alcan 
Highway in a ô63 Chevy pickup during 
the winter of 1972. She was raised in 

nationally in SCCA Solo II, several 
hillclimbs, and a couple track days. 
Then she met teammate Paul Eklund 
and they share both the driver and 
codriver seats of his Subarus in TSD 
rallies and the occasional rallycross. 
Sheõs still the newbie on Primitive 
Racingõs pit crew, though. This really 

hit home last 
time the team 
got together for 
an episode of 
Monster Garage 
in Paulõs 
driveway. òYa 
know, I didnõt 

mind that they made me change the 
gear oil,ó Kala pouts, smearing grease 
even further across her cheek as she 
removes her safety glasses, òbut 
making me lie under the car drilling 
through half-inch thick steel upside-
down was so not my idea of fun!ó

Kala knows she needs to toughen up 
for Alcan, though. òIt is such an honor 
for me to be included with this 
fabulous team,ó she says excitedly. 
òItõll be a lot of hard work and 
expectations are high, but I know itõll 
pay off as one of the most amazing 
experiences of my life. Iõm gonna make 
sure our teamõs fun level is off the 
charts!ó

Gary Reid, Writer, Photographer, 
Navigator, Olympia, WA 

Gary Reid began rallying with his wife 
in a Powerful Blue MGB February 17, 
1968.  They went on everything in 
Washington, Oregon, and British 
Columbia until finally winning the 
NWRC SOP championship in 1970, 
whereupon Virginia retired. 

Gary continued to rally with various 
guys and organized a few events in the 
70s, and was almost out of it until the 
legendary John Nagel got him into the 
Olympus Pro Rally organization, where 
he served as Chief of Controls when 
Olympus was the U.S. round of the 
WRC in 85 thru 88.  During this period 

ñHave you ever seen the movie 

Deliverance?ò

Oregonõs beautiful backwoods not far 
from the coast beneath the fir and 
alder trees, near a bubbling brook, 
with the wild animals, hippies, and 
yay-hoos. òIt was wholesome at times,ó 
Kala reflects fondly, òbut at other times 
it was like, well, have you ever seen the 
movie Deliverance?ó

Before racing, Kala spent ten years 
going to three different universities, 
finally producing a B.A. in Media 
Studies on the east coast and an 
Associateõs in Graphic Technology on 
the west. In spite of those few road 
trips across the country, sheõs always 
considered Portland her home, and 
resides there with two gray cats, a red 
Miata, and a growing òtrophy corneró 
thatõs well on its way to becoming a 
òtrophy room.ó In a seemingly fruitless 
attempt to pay for her new hobbies, 
she holds down a job as Digital 
Prepress Manager at Natural Press, an 
environmentally friendly print shop.

òThis was supposed to be my mid-life 
crisis car!ó exclaims Kala with a smile, 
pulling into the pits after her last run 
at a recent event. Deep auburn curls 
spill over her shoulders as she pulls 
her helmet off, sometimes surprising 
groups of guys whoõve never seen her 
drive.  òI just wanted to ride around 
with the top down and the stereo 
blasting, but somehow I let my brother 
convince me a Miata was perfect for 
autocross.ó And the rest is history; her 
first event was in Eugene in the 
pouring rain on street tires. Kala says 
she still pulls out her video footage of 
that day once in awhile, sometimes to 
reminisce, and sometimes to realize 
how much faster she is today.

That was only a couple years ago, but 
sheõs been unstoppable ever since, 
competing her first year regionally and 
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the fast gravel TSD (Monte Carlo) style 
rally experienced a rebirth, and he ran 
his 83 GTI in Calc class.  

The Thunderbird Rally, 1000 km of ice 
and snow, just a bit faster than he 
could go, also experienced a renewal 
during this time, and he competed on 
it as both driver (1st in 91) and 
navigator thereafter, 
due to rolling the 
family Nissan in the 
92 event. 

Vintage events also 
began appearing and 
he navigated some of 
these and eventually 
fixed up the PBMGB 
enough to take it on 
a few, most notably 
the Shell 4000 Retro 
in the mid 90s, 
finally winning that one in 97.  In 2000 
he was fortunate enough to navigate 
Steve Normanõs 325ix on the winter 
Alcan that went to Prudhoe Bay on the 
Arctic Ocean.

òI am quite honored to be included as 
a member of the Subaru team for the 
ô04 Winter Alcan, and hope I can do 
my part as the team photographer, 
journalist, and junior navigator.  I am 
looking forward to another great 
adventure.ó

Gary lives on a four acre ranchette 
halfway between Olympia and Shelton 
in Washington.  When he earns money, 
itõs from the state Code Reviserõs Office, 
where he drafts bills about criminals, 
motor vehicles, and elections.  After 
the Legislature goes home, theyõre 
published, both on paper and on the 
net.
