So You Want to be a Race Car 
Driver?

Dreams are nice to have, and if your 
dream is to become a racer, I am the 
person in Oregon Region who tries 
to help you make it come true. It 
is important to understand, before 
you get started, that Club racing is a 
totally demanding sport in terms of 
fi nancial commitment and time. 

The fi rst thing I tell a prospective 
racer is just because you have 
an extra road car do not think it 
can “become” a race car. You are 
better off selling that road car for 
whatever you can get, and buying a 
used racecar. Ask any racer. Of the 
ten or fi fteen wannabe racers who 
try to build a racecar from a street 
car, only one actually makes it to 
the track to race. Even when they do 
succeed, it is often a year or more 
down the road, and the cost of the 
project will have far exceeded the 
cost of a good used racecar. Used 
racecars are a bargain compared 
to the money and time it takes to 
transform a street car into a racecar.  
Racecars have the added advantage 
of coming with a vehicle logbook, 
which means you do not have to 
chase tech down to get one issued. 
Anybody who has been racing will 
tell you to buy instead of build.

Aside from a racecar, your fi rst 
investment is for safety gear to outfi t 
yourself for racing. You should plan 
to spend about $1,000 for safety 

equipment. This is NOT where you 
cut corners. Do not even think of 
buying a used helmet; you might 
as well think of buying someoneʼs 
used underwear.  A helmet is a very 
personal item. We are fortunate to 
have two fi ne dealers for race safety 
equipment in the Portland area 
where you can fi nd the right helmet 
for you. Try on a helmet before you 
buy it; it should feel a little tight. 
Depending on the shape of your 
head, you may fi nd one brand fi ts 
you better than another. Once youʼve 
selected a helmet, pick up an amber 
shield with a Fog-City. (Trust me 

on this; youʼll need it in the rain.)

Now that youʼve got a racecar and 
your safety gear, you need to join the 
SCCA, if you havenʼt already. Your 
membership number will be your 
license number (novice permit). 
You will need a completed SCCA
physical to get your permit. I have 
the forms or they are downloadable 
from our web site. The physical 
must be less than ninety days old 
when you apply for your novice 
permit. Bear in mind that most 
family doctors schedule physicals 
at least two or three weeks out. Plan 
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ahead to make sure you can get 
your physical within the necessary 
timeframe.

The novice permit costs $110, and 
it is good for two years. In addition 
to the novice permit, you will also 
receive the General Competition 
Rules (GCR), also known as ʻThe 
Good Book.  ̓ Right now the GCR 
stands at about 189 pages of the 
information you need to know to go 
racing. It isnʼt the most interesting 
reading, but 20 or so pages a night 
should send you off to dream about 
racing.
 
 School requirements are found on 
page 28 of the GCR. The magic 
figure is six hours track time, which 
means two three-hour SCCA schools 
or a combination of an SCCA school 
along with a professional school 
(such as ProDrive here locally.)  Part 
of the six-hour requirement may be 
waived for students with prior race 
experience.  
 
Reality check: you should plan to 
spend about $10K in your first year 
of competition.  Your pockets are 
not that deep? The best advice I can 
give you is to come out and work 
the corners for a season. That gives 
you the opportunity to see what 
is being raced, and what cars and 
classes are most competitive. Then 
in September, when racecars go up 
for sale, you will have a yardstick 
for comparison. A two-thousand 

dollar car may get lapped every five 
laps, while a six thousand dollar car 
might consistently be on the lead 
lap. You also should know by then 
that you could invest five thousand 
dollars in the two thousand dollar 
car and still not have half of what 
the six thousand dollar car has to 
offer. 
When the swap meets come around 
at the beginning of the next year, 
see if the cars from your list are 
still there. By then the price may 
be more negotiable. This will leave 
you about a month to “personalize” 
the car to fit you and your needs.

So what are the hot race cars in 
Oregon Region? Spec Miata, 
Spec Miata, Spec Miata. Spec 
Miata (SM) is a rapidly growing, 
highly competitive group that is 
reasonably inexpensive to get into. 
Spec Racer Fords (SRF) are the 
second most popular class. They 
are a bit more expensive coming in, 
but may be a little less expensive 
over the long haul, with greater 

resale value.  After Spec Miata and 
SRF, other good choices are the 
Mazda RX-7 in any one of three 
or four configurations, or a Nissan 
240Z in Improved Touring (IT). 
 
If you have the urge to race, the 
important thing is to take the first 
step and join us in the club. Without 
a doubt when it all happens right, 
racing gives you the highest of 
highs. When it all goes wrong it 
may give you the lowest of lows, 
but whatever happens, you will find 
you have acquired a group of friends 
and fellow racers who will help you 
get through it.  

Send me an e-mail.  I have 
checklists, timetables and lots 
of other information to help you 
become a race driver.

Solo II Report

SCCA Solo2, or Autocross, is one of the 
best entry level motorsports available 
to the general public. It has a family 
fun atmosphere where people from all 
age groups and backgrounds can get 
together and share a common passion 
for cars. 

The goal of a Solo2 competitor is to 
drive his/her car through a course that 
is defi ned by traffi c cones in the shortest 
possible time. Participants drive one at 
a time and get three opportunities to 
complete the course with the single 
fastest time used for scoring. A 2-
second time penalty is added to the time 
for each cone knocked over and a 10-
second penalty is added if a section of 
course is missed.

Autocross courses are designed fi rst 
and foremost with an emphasis on 
safety. Speeds are characteristic of 
daily driving and are typically around 
40 mph. The course design consists of 
a few basic elements: Slaloms where 
driving is on alternating sides of the 
cones, Gates where driving is between 
two upright cones, and Sweepers which 
are larger radius corners. A good course 
designer can combine elements to 
create an exciting and fl owing course. 
Adding extra cones or removing a few 
cones from these simple elements can 
radically change the appearance of the 
course.

Cars are grouped into classes based on 
their performance potential and the level 
of preparation that has gone into them. 
The major classifi cations consist of 
Stock, Street Touring, Street Prepared, 
Prepared, and Modifi ed with each class 
allowing more modifi cations. Within 

each of these major classifi cations are 
additional classings that group cars 
together based on performance. With 
this classing system a Mazda RX-8 and 
a Nissan 350Z are grouped together 
in B-Stock and kept separate from G-
Stock cars such as the Mini or Ford 
Focus.

One of the primary reasons I say that 
autocross is an entry level sport is that 
anyone can enter without a lot of special 
preparation or requirements. With the 
exception of tall vehicles almost any car 
or small truck is eligible to participate. 
A vehicle must pass a safety inspection 
that ensures the vehicle is in good 
condition focusing on brakes, wheel 
bearings, battery, and checking that 
all loose items are removed from the 
vehicle before participating.

When you decide to come out to race the 
fi rst couple of times, I would encourage 
early arrival to make sure there is ample 
time before the event. Prior to the start of 
competition visit Registration, Worker 
Assignment, Tech Inspection, and walk 
the course. All of these things take time 
and are necessary to participate and 
have a good understanding of the 
course. I would also recommend that 
during fi rst year drivers focus entirely 
on driving and leave the car largely 
ʻas-isʼ. By participating regularly skills 
will improve quickly and winning 
techniques will develop in short time.

The single most important thing to 
remember when you come out and 
autocross is to have fun. I look forward 
to seeing you out there.

Jesse and his family 
enjoyed lunch, a personal tour of the 
pits, and a couple of lunchtime laps 
in the 350Z of Marshall Atherton. 
Back in the paddock, Patty Norlin 
presented Jesse and Stacie with a 
collection of SCCA merchandise, 
including stickers, flags, and hats.

After lunch, Laila Cook, a member 
of the Make-A-Wish® staff, shared 
the details of Jesseʼs upcoming trip 
with him.

The budget projected a loss of $2,000 for 
March, however the actual net operating 
income was $49,000.  However, as of 
the end of March, the clubʼs operating 
income is behind the budgeted income 
by $24,000, year to date.  Although the 
decrease in membership has continued, 
it is showing signs of bottoming out and 
stabilizing at around 56,000 members. 
Membership income for March was 
$23,000 less than budgeted. Sanction 
fees exceeded budget by $11,000 to help 
offset the loss in membership income.  
License revenue is currently behind 
budget by $19,000, but is expected 
to recover and be back on target by 
the end of the second quarter. The 
executive team has used a combination 
of alternative revenue sources as well 
as cost cutting, to close the gap in the 
budget. 

In summary, at the end of the fi rst 
quarter SCCA Inc. is close to their 
budgeted operating income. However, 
the shortfalls in membership income 
will require management to maintain 
close control of expenses throughout 
2005. Chief Financial Offi cer 
Jeff Dahnert, who furnished this 
information, will provide greater detail 
when he addresses the entire board at 
the mid-May meeting.

In February, Pro Racing produced a net 
income of $25,000, which was $49,000 
more than the net loss of $24,000 
projected by the budget. Pro Racing 
expenses have been down, resulting in 
a net income of $57,000 year to date, 
which is $38,000 ahead of budget. That 
is why the inter-company account is 
paid in full, as I reported last month. 

The SRF spec tire test in Pueblo CO was 
postponed until Mid-May. Three brands 

of tires are to be tested. The lines of 
communication are once again opened 
between Yokohoma and Enterprises. I 
am told there is a proposal before the 
CRB to make SRFs race on the tire 
they qualify on. Watch Fastrack for 
updates on this hot subject. Enterprises 
is selling all three brands of cars. Five 
more spec formula cars are on their 
way to the states; that brings the count 
close to 100 sold. The move to make 
the SCCA formula car a regional-only 
class is on the agenda for our May 
meeting, and the CRB tells us that this 
will be put in the Fastrack for member 
input. This move is expected to help 
increase the car count and thus move 
toward making the numbers necessary 
for national approval. Enterprises has 
not drawn on its line of credit. The 
RFQ for the Spec Miata will be going-
out May 17th.

SCCA University is being reconstituted 
and placed under Region development 
due to a change in its relationship to the 
IRS. I should be able to provide more 
details in next monthʼs column.

The theme of the 2006 national 
convention will be ” Fast 
Forward>>Together.” The theme 
signifi es that we can move forward 
into the future, while recognizing 
and honoring the past if we work as a 
cohesive team at all levels. (Also more 
to follow on this subject next month).

The fi rst quarter report for club racing 
is good. Eleven schools compared to 
ten in 2004, twenty-nine regionals 
compared to twenty-fi ve in 2004, with 
nationals holding with sixteen both 
years. As of April 29th we have 205 
entries for the Run-Offs with four and a 
half months to go. Also at the Run-Offs 

this year there will be a SCCA Galleria 
in the membership tent, which will 
feature the work of SCCA artisans.

Another topic on the agenda for the 
May meeting is a possible reversion to 
recording BOD voter identities as a way 
to make the way business is conducted 
more transparent. Stay tuned to the 
Fastrack news. The BOD will also drop 
in to Heartland Park during the May 
meeting, for a progress report. The 
Kansas state legislature authorized the 
Star bonds for the track improvement. 

As you probably know by now, the 
2006 Run-Offs have moved back to 
the old October dates. The change 
was necessitated by the Kansas City 
NASCAR race, some local conventions, 
and other factors. In addition, as you 
may have heard, the Solo Nationals 
have moved to Heartland Park for 2006, 
and the track needs the turnaround time 
to get ready. The BOD will examine 
restoring the September dates for Run-
Offs after this year. 

The average temperatures in Topeka for 
the fi rst week of October (the testing 
week) are: average high 70, average 
low: 48, with an average .42 inches of 
precipitation. For the second week of 
October the numbers are: 72 for the 
average high, 42 for the average low, 
with .53 inches of rain. 

At the May  BOD meeting we will 
review the Run-Offs profi t and loss 
sheet.  There is also at least one big 
announcement expected to come out of 
the May meeting.

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The Speed is Out There

Well, this month itʼs time to continue 
our anti-roll bar discussion. Over 
the past two months, we talked 
about what anti-roll bars are and 
what they do and donʼt do. I also got 
carried away on a related tangent 
last month talking about track width 
and center of gravity height. 

Now we get to the “meat and 
potatoes” of anti-roll bars. The fi rst 
step, providing that you are working 
with an existing car, is to fi nd out the 
rates of the bars on your car. There 
are two ways of doing this, and 
really only one way is accurate. You 
can either mathematically calculate 
the rate of your bars, or you can 
physically measure them. 

Calculating anti-roll bar stiffness 
is great for comparison purposes 
between bars, especially if you 
arenʼt in a position where measuring 
the actual stiffness is practical. The 
formula for anti-roll bar stiffness 
is simply the same formula for 
calculating the rate of a torsion bar 
– after all, anti-roll bars (or ARBs) 
are just torsion bars connected 
to opposite sides of the car. The 
formula is:

(modulus of elasticity of material) x 
(bar diameter to the fourth)/length 
of bar x (lever arm length squared)

OK, sounds like a mess of technical 
stuff – but itʼs really not that bad. 
First, modulus of elasticity is a 
constant that relates to the stiffness 

of the material that you are working 
with. Generally bars are made of 
4130, or 4340 (300M). The modulus 
for these materials is 2,200,000. In 
actual measurements of bars made 
from these materials, I have found 
that modulus to be a bit small. To 
make my calculated rates match 
up with the measured rates, I have 
generally found that a modulus of 
2,950,000 is much more accurate. 
I have no real explanation for this, 
but it seems to work reasonably well 
(most of the time). 

So, we take our modulus, (2,950,000) 
and multiply it times the diameter 
of the bar times itself four times. 
If I have a 1.25 inch diameter bar, 
thatʼs 2.4414 – a one inch bar would 
simply be 1, and a .75 inch bar would 
be .4218. For our 1.25 inch bar, the 
top of our equation would be 2.4414 
x 2,950,000 = 7,202,148.2

Now the lower half of the equation 
– simply the length of the bar (letʼs 
say ours is 30 inches long), times the 
square of the lever arm length (say 
our anti-roll bar has 11 inch long 
arms on it). That gives us 30 x (11 x 
11) = 30 x 121 = 3630. Dividing our 
3630 from 7,202,148.2 give us the 
rate of the bar, or 1984.06 pounds 
per inch – at the end of the bar. 

We have to remember at this point, 
that the rate of the bar is not the rate 
that is contributed to the roll stiffness 
of the car. No doubt there will be a 
motion ratio for the bar, which will 

factor into the equation. For our 
example above, the 1984.06 pound 
per inch bar, the motion ratio for the 
car that was installed on was .7. In 
other words, for every inch the wheel 
traveled, the end of the bar traveled 
,7 inches. In my earlier column on 
motion ratios, I explained that to get 
the rate at the wheel of this bar, we 
need to square the motion ratio and 
multiply it times our bar rate, in this 
case, (.7 x .7) x 1984.06 = 972.18 
– roughly half of our bar rate. 

So why is it such a big deal to know 
how to calculate the rate of a bar, 
when measuring the rate tends 
to be more accurate? Well, there 
are several things we can learn 
by looking at the formula. First, 
changing the length of the bar is 
relatively ineffective in changing 
the rate (length is the only part of 
the equation that isnʼt squared or 
more) For our example bar above, a 
2 inch decrease in the length of the 
bar would only net us an increase 
from 1984.06 to 2125.78.

Next, changing lever arm length 
is effective in changing the rate of 
the bar, as a decrease of 2 inches in 
lever arm length will net us a rate 
of 2963.84 – a substantial increase. 
Lastly, changing the diameter of the 
bar has a HUGE effect on the rate 
of the bar. In our example above, 
if we increase the diameter of the 
bar just 1/4”, to 1.5, our rate goes 
from 1984.06 to 4114.15 pounds - a 
GIANT increase. 
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Knowing what effects the rate of 
the bar will help greatly when it 
comes time to make new bars to 
test. If you want to try a 20% stiffer 
bar, you can calculate out what you 
need in diameter or lever arm length 
(usually a combination of the two) 
to get the rate youʼre after. Then itʼs 
off to the racetrack to test, test, test!

Measuring the rate can either be 
done on the car, or on the bench. If 
you want to factor in the motion ratio 
in your measurement, measuring on 
the car is really the way to go. All 
you need is to remove the spring 
and shock from one side of the car 
(or just the spring if the car has 
McPherson strut type suspension 
– set the adjustment on the shock 
at full soft if you can), and replace 
the spring on the other side of the 
car with a solid strut – or a really, 
REALLY stiff spring. You may need 
to place a heavy weight on the end 
of the car that you are measuring to 
keep it stable, and BY ALL MEANS 
you better have the car on some very 
stable jack stands. Once this feat is 
accomplished, place one of your 
scales that you weigh and corner 
weight the car with on a hydraulic 
jack, and place the scale under the 
wheel on the side of the car without 
the spring installed. Then, carefully 
raise the jack until you get 20 or 
30 pounds of pressure reading on 
your scale, and as accurately as you 
can, raise the jack one inch to get 
your results. In most cases, you will 
have to raise the jack some smaller 
increment and multiply to get your 
rate, but thatʼs the idea. 

Measuring the rate on the bench 
requires making some form of basic 
fixture to allow the bar to rotate, 
and to hold one end of the bar. You 
will need to be able to hang some 
weight from the free end of the bar, 

and be able to accurately measure 
the amount of movement there. 
This can be time consuming, but 
is usually well within most racerʼs 
means to do. 

With all the work it takes to 
physically measure an anti-roll bars  ̓
rate, you can see why most of the 
time we just calculate it, and use 
that figure for comparison. Even if 
the number isnʼt perfectly accurate, 
the comparison between bars will 
be – such as our 20% stiffer bar we 
talked about making.

SCCA Comp: Ideas mostly....Figure out what SFR does to get 80-90 students on a 2 day school at 
Thunderhill. Open discussions w/NWR on possibly running a single 2-day NW SCCA school next year 
(They had only 6 students). Work with Driving Schools and see if they would be interested in supporting 
other SCCA classes (eg not all want to do SRF) so school could effectively be multiple times/year. 
 
Rental Agreements: 
Agreement reached w/NWR for T&S rental of AMB system for NWR events. OR will invoice NWR after 
each rental event.
 
Currently working negotiations with NWR for rental of E-crew truck and Crew for May Double Nationals 
This is TBD. 
 
Other Financial: 
 Planned rental of timing system to Corvair club (with T&S to operate) in July is cancelled. They decided to 
use stopwatches.       That’s minus <$2K> projected revenue.
 
 NASPORT has cancelled their 2005 season and will concentrate on getting 2006 going now. So Planned 
July NASPORT      support races cancelled. That’s minus another <$4K> projected revenue. 
 
Future: 
Schedules out for April, May and June.  Already doing an RFA to change June schedule to give Group B 
(Festival Trophy Race) more time before their Group 2 race.
 
Lots of good work and excellent cooperation by Stewards to help set up the new chicane procedures and 
write the drivers letter.  Thanks! 

ASST RE REPORT -  Absent  (report sent via e-mail)
I do want to bring to the board’s attention some of the comments made at the recent Portland City Council 
meeting where the topic was noise variances for Portland International Raceway. 
 
Several community members from neighborhoods close to PIR testified against the variances for 
professional events and went on to complain about noise issues related to all motor-sports activities 
held at the track. Testimony went on for more than two hours and they found a sympathetic audience in 
the Council. Commissioner Randy Leonard even went so far as suggesting that the track be moved. He 
pointed out that the value of the land the track sits on should be attractive to a developer who might find 
a use for the property more accommodating to the neighborhood. What Commissioner Leonard doesn’t 
realize is that there is no other suitable location for a track within the City of Portland. 
 
The City of Portland has identified a shortage of available land for industrial and light manufacturing use. 
The Portland Development Commission recently completed an inventory of developable land within the city 
limits that confirms this finding. It doesn’t take much speculation to see the threat to our favorite city park 
that the issue of noise and the need for industrial land create. 
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While several organizations and even some neighborhood representatives testified in favor of the track and 
its current use, I believe Oregon Region also needs to provide information to the Council on behalf of our 
membership. The elected representatives need to be educated about the civic 
benefits provided by PIR and the number of users that take advantage of its existence. 
 
I’d like to recommend that the board write a letter to the City Council that supports PIR, its current location 
and points out the many benefits to the City a facility of its type provides. 
 
We don’t have to decide our approach immediately but I think it is important that we take every opportunity 
to educate our elected representatives on the value of the sport we enjoy and regularly 
participate in.

Jeff concluded that he would ask Dave to compose a letter stating the regions concerns.

PAST RE –  Holly advised that she has been working on the Rose Cup Event and wanted to thank Mark 
Schue for assistance that he has given her.

RE COMMENTS –  Jeff asked if everyone had received a copy of the Emergency Action Plan.  He stated 
that he would like the BOD to adopt this plan for use of the region.  Michael said that the plan seemed to 
match the 2004 GCR and wondered if it needed to be updated.  Gary said that there were no changes 
made in 2005 that would apply to this plan.  M/S (Todd/Michael)  M/P

The region received a letter from The Cascade Speedway Committee, requesting that we send a letter to 
ISC regarding the Reynolds Aluminum Nascar site in Troutdale supporting the project.
It was suggested that the letter mention other usage for any development that they might do to said 
property. Ie: Solo – Rally & Road Racing.  M/S  (Michael/Todd)  M/P 

Jeff made the suggestion that the region join the OR. Sports Authority.  They would in turn put all of our 
events on their calendar and give us exposure to the 20,000 on their mailing list.  Cost is $500.
M/S  (Holly/Todd)  M/P

Paul suggested that the benefits of this membership should be evaluated at the end of the first year.

Jeff asked Gary how the response to the survey that he sent to the BOD had gone.  Gary advised that he 
has only received three responses.  Jeff requested that all who received the survey respond to Gary by the 
May meeting.

Jeff thanked all of the 22 attendees for being present at the April General Membership Meeting.

He then introduced his Board Members that were in attendance and asked that they give a short report on their 
venue’s activities.

John Elkin of Rally:

Michael Gatza of Solo:

There are already 36 students registered and a field of 12 
instructors.  They consider this a full house and will try to schedule one at a later date for those that did not

Jeff said that their plan was possibly 
to do so by this summer.

Ed LaPlante asked what the closest town to this site would be.  Jeff replied that it would be, The Dalles.  Biggs 
Jct. would also be close.

Nascar has been looking at a site in Troutdale and Jeff will ask them to consider our interests if they were to 
go forward.  Our interests being,  a site suitable for Rally, Solo and Road Racing.  This location would be most 
desirable because of it’s proximity to the bulk of our race family.

The general consensus has been that the site in Goldendale that the committee had located was too far away.  
The members would like something about one to one and a half hour away.

The question was asked as to how much land do we need.  
We could manage with 300 acres but 450 – 600 is most desirable considering that our projected plans are to 
build condo-garages on the site as well as venue facilities.
Once created the potential for the rental to other users would be great and help to make it self sustaining.

The Scappoose site is a perfect fit but the selling price of $6 mil is way beyond the regions scope.

Dave Franks spoke about the issue of how the City of Portland views PIR presently.
They feel that it is valuable land that could be better used than as a race-track.  They feel that they do not 
necessarily want to be in the track business and have to deal with neighborhood complaints etc.
